SHADE
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Flowering annual plants bloom from spring
to fall. They don’t overwinter, but the
reward of low maintenance continuous color
is worth the effort of planting out in May.

The bright, glowing colors of flowering
annuals, mixed with foliage plants and
grasses will create a tapestry of light and
texture in the shade of trees or in the shadow
of a neighboring building.

Prepare the soil for annuals as you would for
a vegetable garden. The same steps apply.
